Wayfinder Access User Guide – February 2009
Wayfinder Access Manual Views
Main Menu - Tab sheet 1 of 19:

The main menu consists of 4 elements, Map, Find, Favourites and Services. In the main part most users will generally use the Find and Favourites options.

Map - In the map view, provided that a GPS lock is established users will be able to access a visual representation of their surroundings or a virtual location if one has been selected. From the options menu within the map view users can install downloaded maps and can also save the currently targeted location as a favourite. The zooming level of the map can also be adjusted from within the options menu of the map view.

Find - From within the find menu users can enter specific search criteria to aid in the location of buildings, points of interest and other physical locations.

Find consists of 4 data fields;

Address / Business - A user can type either a street name, in part or full, noting that partial entries can be made in this field, i.e. `Man Hi St` for Manchester high Street etc. A user can also type in here the name of a business or the type of point of interest that they are looking for, known as a category for example railway station. Users can also press the options key within the Find menu and scroll to `Select Category` which will bring up a list of available categories to choose from. Note that just because the type of category is not found in the list this does not mean that you could not try looking for it by typing it into the address / business field.

House Number - simply enter the building number required if it is known; note that you do not have to enter an entry within this field.

Town or Post Code / ZIP Code - Within this field you should type either the town or postal / ZIP code of the address that you are looking for. As with the address / business field you do not need to enter a full town name, for example `Manc` can be entered to find Manchester.

Please note that when searching for locations where the full address is known it can be more beneficial and exacting in results to use the street, building number and town name instead of postal / ZIP code, as these can often represent a range of addresses, rather than a single address.

Note: - If you enter the Find menu with a GPS lock then this field by default will show the phrase `From GPS`, this means that your current location shall be used as a centre point for the search, and the application shall search for the address or points of interest using your position as a focal point. To search elsewhere or simply widen the search parameter, remove this text and type in either a town or postal / ZIP code.

Country / State - This should be entered as the country or State that you are wishing to conduct your search for.

Note: - If you enter the Find menu with a GPS lock then this field by default will show the phrase `From GPS`, this means that your current country / state shall be used as a bases for the search, and the application shall search for the address or points of interest using your position as a focal point. If you wish to search for an address or points of interest outside your country / State you will need to change this, which you can do by pressing the options key and scrolling to `Select Country`.

Carrying out a search from Find - once you've entered the necessary details, either press the select key in the middle of your navigation arrows, or press the options key and scroll to `search`. Based on the data that you've entered a results window will appear. Simply scroll to the relevant result and press select to immediately begin navigation. You can press the options key and scroll through several alternative choices, such as `set as start / destination`, which will enable you to create a virtual route for exploration before you physically undertake a journey. You also have the option to add the result to your favourites.

Favourites: - Within the favourites window you'll find a list of your stored favourites, these are synchronized with the Wayfinder server to prevent you losing your favourites. Users can scroll to a favourite and press the select key to initiate immediate navigation to that favourite, or press the options key whilst on a favourite to manage it. This is done by scrolling to the manage option and within the manage menu scrolling to either Edit, in order to change the favourites name etc, Delete the favourite, or Add New.

When selecting `Add New` the favourites location is initially based on the users current GPS position, but note that the actual longitude and latitude can be changed within the `Edit` feature of the Manage option within the options menu of Favourites.

Services - The services menu contains various online services provided by Wayfinder's content servers, at present most of this information is inaccessible when using either Nuance Talks or Code Factory's Mobile Speak.

Guide View - Tab Sheet 4 of 19:

The Guide View offers simple navigational directions to your destination, it will tell you the name of the street you are next to turn into and will also tell you the distance remaining to that turn. The distance is dynamic and will decrease as you move closer to your destination.

Itinerary - Tab Sheet 10 of 19:

The Itinerary View displays the steps to complete your route, note that the view is listed so that the user arrows up through the list rather than downwards.

Each step has the distance to walk along that specific street and the total distance covered from starting the journey listed, as well as the street name and the direction turned at the point of the next instruction.

Destination - Tab Sheet 13 of 19:

This view states the name of the target destination, the distance to that destination from current position, the time to that destination based on actual current speed when walking, or expected speed availability when set to passenger car. The arrival time estimated based on time to destination, speed which again is updated as the view refreshes or by the press of number 9 on the key pad, the heading is also displayed.

Info View - Tab Sheet 14 of 19:

This view has no user adjustable features, it serves purely to offer information about location and direction of travel / speed to the user.

The detail which can be attained from the view is;

GPS Status - ranging through no GPS connected, 0%, 33%, 66% and 100%.

Latitude, Longitude, Altitude, heading, and speed.

All Nearby - Tab Sheet 15 of 19:

This view shows in order of nearest first a mixture of all three varieties of nearby data, it gives a distance and heading to that location. The three data types are crossings, favourites and places or points of interest.

Users can press the options key on any of the list items and choose to either navigate to, find out information or lock to. Note that the information option in the options view is useful to get phone numbers and addresses of a selected point of interest.

Cross Roads Nearby - Tab Sheet 16 of 19:

As per the `All Nearby` the cross roads nearby displays crossings which are near to the user in order of closest first. Information about distance and heading from the user is also displayed. Users can within the options menu choose to lock to, navigate to or find out information about any of the cross roads listed.

Note: this is especially useful, as users can find out about the make up and construction of the cross road.

Favourites Nearby - Tab Sheet 17 of 19:

As per the `All Nearby` the favourites nearby displays stored favourites which are near to the user in order of closest first. Information about distance and heading from the user is also displayed. Users can within the options menu choose to lock to, navigate to or find out information about any of the favourites listed.

Places Nearby - Tab Sheet 18 of 19:

As per the `All Nearby` the Places nearby displays points of interest which are near to the user in order of closest first. Information about distance and heading from the user is also displayed. Users can within the options menu choose to lock to, navigate to or find out information about any of the points of interest listed.

Note: Users can press the options key on any selected favourite and arrow to view information, this provides useful data like address, phone number etc of that point of interest where known. Users can even choose to call that number simply by pressing dial.

Around You - Tab Sheet 19 of 19:

The around you view shows either one or two of the three types of categories available, i.e. one cross road, one favourite and one point of interest, within a set radius of the users location. Note that where one of each or two of each is not available Access will add an additional item from an alternate category where available.

This view will also contain navigation directional instructions if a route is active, thus it provides more information than the Guide View when navigating.

Individual Settings:

The following list of settings can be reached within Wayfinder's Access application by pressing the options key, soft key 1, on your handset at the applications main menu and scrolling to `settings`.

The settings area is made up of 5 tab sheets, which are accessed using your handsets left and right navigation keys.

Phone Tab Sheet:

Volume:

This setting refers to the volume of the pre-recorded female Wayfinder voice which gives audible direction instructions whilst on route.

These instructions are limited to directional instructions only and the voice does not provide for a `text to speech` (TTS) solution pronouncing street names etc. This job falls to your screen reader i.e. Nuance Talks or Code Factory's Mobile Speak.

The volume setting by default is not required for pedestrian route types, as it is by default muted enabling the user to take full advantage of their screen readers TTS feature within the application.

Voice Prompts:

This setting relates to the status of the Wayfinder female voice which provides directional instructions whilst following a route.

By default the setting is set to mute for pedestrian transport mode, however you can easily change this.

The alternate two settings of `less` or `normal` define the frequency of voice prompts prior to a turning point on a set journey,

Backlight:

This setting relates to your handsets screens backlight, normally you might expect to have this off as many Access users are likely not to be able to see the screen anyhow. However, it is vital that this setting remains set to `Always On` to enable your screen reading application to continuously offer audible output concerning event changes whilst Wayfinder Access is in operation.

Language:

This can be set to `phone language` and refers to the language in which Wayfinder Access is displayed.

Internet Access Point:

This setting defines the internet packet data (GPRS) connection point that the application is to use in order to retrieve route and other application data from.

You should be able to leave this on the automatically found access point from when you first launched the application.

For assistance configuring an access point, refer to your handsets user manual and your network carrier for their specific settings.

Keep GPRS Alive:

This setting is recommend to be enabled, the only benefit to disabling it would be the conservation of battery power. The maintaining of the connection allows for faster recalculation of route should it be necessary, and also the faster download of nearby data as the connection is already open and does not need establishing each time data is required.

Route Tab Sheet:

Transport Mode:

This setting defines the type of route that Access calculates for you, as well as instructions being defined differently, i.e. walk instead of drive, the route also maybe constructed differently. For example passenger car mode will allow a route to include a motorway, whereas pedestrian will not.

NOTE: - As certain settings within Access are dynamically altered by others to which you've changed, it is important to always change this option, `Transport Mode` firstly.

Distance Units:

This setting defines the measurement in which distances are conveyed to the user.

Optimize Route For:

This setting refers to the route calculation type, either shortest route according to physical distance, shortest route by how long it would take to travel at optimum speeds, or finally shortest time according to current traffic conditions.

For pedestrian mode shortest route calculation by distance should always be used, for passenger car or taxi shortest route by time should be selected.

NOTE: - An additional service can be purchased online from Wayfinder offering traffic information in certain supported geographical regions.

Toll Roads:

These in general can be set to `allow`, even when in pedestrian mode as the feature is ignored unless in passenger car / taxi route mode.

Motorway:

These in general can be set to `allow`, even when in pedestrian mode as the feature is ignored unless in passenger car / taxi route mode.

Navigation Mode:

This refers to the default view that Access loads into when a new route is calculated, it is recommended that either the guide view or around you view is selected, depending on the level of information generally required whilst on route by the user.

Automatic Re-Route:

This setting should be left to `on`, as it enables Access to automatically calculate a new route if the existing one is deviated from. It allows for hands free operation of the product in the event that the user accidently or deliberately leaves the prepared route.

Check Traffic Info:

The setting can be set to off, as in general the feature is either not enabled for Access clients or irrelevant.

Traffic Update Time:

Again as per above, the setting is irrelevant unless the user is taking advantage of the service.

Nearby Tab Sheet:

Update Nearby:

This setting relates to the time interval in which the four nearby views will automatically update themselves when a user is within those views. The setting is measured in seconds an by default is set to.

Direction Mode:

This setting defines whether or not bearings to locations within the four nearby views are displayed in either clock face or degree terminology.

Where clock face is selected 12 O'clock is always facing forwards, with degrees 0 is always facing North.

Nearby Info:

This setting in fact relates to the `Around You View` and defines whether or not one POI, Favourite and Crossing are listed or two of each.

Minimum Speed:

This detail relates to the minimal detectable speed that your GPS receiver can determine physical movement verse what is known as GPS drift. GPS drift is a phenomenon associated with slow moving objects appearing to move in longitudinal and latitudinal context when in fact they are stationary.

Around You update:

This is the time setting to which the around you view takes to auto update when a user is within this view.

Lock Nav Rate:

This is the time interval between repeat announcements of the information being displayed in the `Lock Navigation  mode window.
Short Cut Keys:

Wayfinder Access has several convenient short cut keys to enable users to jump between the various tab views, and these are as follows:

1 - Main WFA Menu,

2 - Info View,

3 - Nearby All,

4 - Nearby Cross Roads,

5 - Nearby Favourites,

6 - Nearby Places (Points of Interest),

7 - Around You,

8 - Where Am I?

9 - Update (Used for manual update of view),
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
